Artists-in-Residence Program 2009-2010 Guidelines

The Shoreline-Lake Forest Park Arts Council’s Artists-in-Residence Program provides expanded arts learning opportunities for students and teachers in the Shoreline Public School District. This program places professional teaching artists in all art forms at schools for curriculum-based residencies. Professional teaching artists bring a wealth of knowledge and skills to teach students, mentor classroom teachers, and provide workshops. The Arts Council seeks to encourage, foster, and promote all of the arts to enhance the quality of life in our community.
· The 2009-2010 Artist Roster and Art Project Menu and Joint Grant Application forms will be available online and hard copy in your school offices by Wednesday, September 16th. Download the documents at www.shorelinearts.net. Please use only the current 2009-10 application form.  

· You may choose to apply for one of the Art Projects as it is written in the Artist Roster/Project Menu, use it as a jumping off point to create a different project, or create a project all your own. Please be sure to contact the artist to make sure he/she is available. The artist’s signature is required on the application form.
· All applications must be received by 4pm, Friday, November 6th. If you have any questions about the application process please contact Lisa Palmatier, Arts Education Coordinator at artsed@shorelinearts.net or 206-417-4645.
Goals:  

· To enhance the level of arts learning and offer experiences beyond the capabilities of the basic education program by providing students and teachers with the opportunity to work with and learn from professional teaching artists
Eligibility:

· Classrooms/schools P-12 are eligible for these residencies in any art form. 

Awards:

· Up to $20,000 is available for the program (dependent on the current year budget), allowing approximately 20-25 projects to be funded. The funding range is typically $400-$1,500 (8-30 hrs) for artist fees which include class time and planning time. Artists are paid at $50 per hour. Funds for materials may also be available.  
Important Dates:

· Grantwriting Workshop: Wednesday, September 23, 4:30pm, Alumni Room, Shoreline Center
· Application Due: Friday, November 6, 2009, 4:00 pm
· Notification:  Friday, December 11, 2009
· Presentation of Awards: Wednesday, January 13, 2010, 7:00 pm, Third Place Books 

· Project Funding Period: January through June, 2010
· Sharing of your project: You must provide the following: Dates & times that the artist will be in your classroom, an invitation to the culminating event (if applicable) upon completion of your project and 5-10 digital photos submitted to the Arts Council via email or CD.                 

Format/Process:

· All applications must be computer-generated or typed using no smaller than 10-point type.

· An original application with original signatures and five additional copies are required. (6 total)

· Applications may be sent through the district mail or hand delivered.

· Applications must be received by the Shoreline-Lake Forest Park Arts Council at the Shoreline Center by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, November 6, 2009.

· If chosen for funding, you will receive an agreement to be signed and returned before the project begins. You must submit the dates and times the artist will be in your classroom. After project completion, participants will submit a project evaluation and 5-10 digital photos before the artist receives payment.  
Project Expectations:

· Planning with artist (& students, if applicable) (Artist MUST be included in the project design phase.)

· Provision of appropriate space

· Implementation (Teacher must remain in the classroom with the artist at all times.)

· Sharing with the community 

· Evaluation (forms provided by Arts Council)

· Documentation (Required: 5-10 digital photos; Optional: display board and/or student projects)

Criteria/Funding Considerations:

· Artistic excellence in any art form: visual, drama, dance, music, literary, media

· Well planned project design in collaboration with the artist  

· Curriculum-based: addresses the Arts EALRs and GLEs 

· Student learning: arts vocabulary, skills, production, knowledge, history

· Integration with another curricular area 

· Number of students impacted (class or grade level is often preferred to whole school for quality time with artist)
· Beyond scope of regular school funding – third year of same request is unlikely to be funded

· Realistic budget with correct numbers and clarity of which source is being asked for funding

Budget:

· Artists will be paid at $50 per hour. Projects typically include 5-20 hours of student contact time and planning/set-up time based on the length of the residency. For help in calculating the total artist hours of class and planning time, contact Lisa at artsed@shorelinearts.net.  

· Funds for materials fees may also be requested. Visual art materials may also be funded through your school, PTA, or the Foundation, allowing us to stretch our dollars to provide artistic opportunities for a greater number of people.

· Income must equal expenses - this is not a fundraising project

· The Arts Council will contract directly with the artists.

· Resources are available in the Arts Council office at the Shoreline Center, by phone or email and include a current Artist Roster and Art Project Menu, examples of past projects, and individual tips and feedback. Evaluation/Documentation:

· Evaluation forms provided by the Arts Council must be completed at the end of the project.  

· Documentation is required; Examples include: photos, video, notebooks, journals, display boards, etc.
Acknowledgement of granting organization:

· Acknowledgement of the Shoreline-Lake Forest Park Arts Council funding is required (e.g., any publicity, school bulletins, invitations, displays, videos, announcements, final sharing, etc.)
· An invitation to the Arts Council for your culminating activity (if applicable) is required.
Check List:   

· Application, 6 copies, with Project Leader’s signature, phone number and email address 

· Signature of Principal (School Administrator)

· Signature of Artist and resume of Artist attached (if he/she is not on our Artist Roster)

· Submit by Friday, November 6, 2009, 4:00 p.m. to the Shoreline-Lake Forest Park Arts Council office
