Class Descriptions





Theater Arts with Rachel Street


Core & Elective Classes: Using improv-based methods featuring actor’s exercises and fairy tales students will create a unique performance to be shared on the final day of camp. Learn to incorporate artistic tools to help reveal and dramatically ignite your characters on stage. Creative thinking is a must! Rachel Street is the drama teacher at Sumner High School.





Hip Hop Dance with Danielle Payton


Core & Elective Classes: Have fun in this high-energy dance class. Students will practice breakdancing and other hip hop skills while learning dance concepts such as rhythm and choreography. Conceptual movement and BrainDance will be also be explored. Danielle Payton is the Founding Artistic Director of Enertia Dance Company and has taught classes in many schools throughout the Puget Sound area. 





Steel Drums with Bob Phillips


Core Class: Students must have one year of prior instrumental experience.


Learn the lively art of playing the steel drum. The history of steel drums will be discussed along with many techniques for playing this unique instrument. 


Elective Class students do not need prior instrumental experience. Bob Phillips is a professional Latin jazz trombonist and the band and steel drum teacher at Shorewood High School.











Visual Arts with Thaddeus Jurczynski


Core Class: Reed and Bamboo Sculpture


Create an animal, a large head for a parade, or a lantern. Past projects have included a dragon, cat, birds, aliens, panda, and a dragonfly. Sculptures may be colored with tissue paper or acrylic paint and lit from the inside. 


Elective Class: Wearable Art through Batik


Use the wax resist process (batik) with wax and acrylic paint to create art you can wear.  Subjects can include pets, self-portraits or original drawings. Bring in one or two freshly laundered white cotton shirts.





Visual Arts with April Richardson


Core Class: Printmaking in Nature 


Buds, bugs, birds & things – we will explore our surroundings and print what we find.  Young artists will experiment with inks, papers, and an etching press to create a collection of summer imagery.  Projects include drawing, painting, collage, collagraph, monotype, and learning to cut a mat and mount artwork.  


Elective Class students will create marbled paper that can be used for many purposes. 





Visual Arts with Lynn Sauriol


Core Class: Use words and images to tell a story that will be captured in digital video. Students will make a book that unfolds to show their mixed media artwork and then add their voices using video. 


Elective Class students will make altered books by folding, taping, painting and collaging. All students are encouraged to bring in photos of themselves for possible inclusion in their work. Lynn Sauriol has been a professional mixed media artist for 12 years.





August Arts 2010 will run Monday – Friday, August 9 – 13 from 9am – 3:30pm. The camp is located at Meridian Park Elementary School. Before and after school care is not provided, but may be available through the Shoreline Children’s Center. Contact the Children’s Center directly for more information. A typical camp day consists of three hours working in a core class and an hour in each of the two elective classes. Bring a sack lunch from home as lunch is NOT provided. During ART SHARE all students gather together and each artist will demonstrate his/her talents. The week concludes with dance and drama performances and an exhibit of artwork on Friday from 2pm-3:30pm. A sample camp schedule is as follows:
